
 
 
 

INTERNATIONAL MEDICAL GRADUATE (IMG) ELIGIBLITY FOR RESIDENCY/FELLOWSHIP 

TRAINING IN NEW YORK STATE 

 

In order for an IMG to enter ACGME-accredited training in New York, the NYS Education Department has 
established very specific criteria. NYSED has approved all graduates of the following international 
medical schools. 

***For graduates of ALL other international medical schools, they must NOT have completed MORE 
THAN 12 weeks of clerkship outside the country of his/her medical school to be eligible for training and 
licensure in New York State.***
